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Training and Support: Providing training for academics on how to effectively engage with the public can help

alleviate discomfort. Programs like 'STEM Connections' offer support from outreach-focused professionals,
equipping academics with the necessary skills to communicate their work effectively.

Creating Reusable Resources: Developing outreach materials that can be reused across different events can
save time and effort. This approach allows academics to participate in multiple outreach activities without the
need to create new content each time

Institutional Recognition: Institutions should recognize and celebrate the contributions of academics to
outreach. These outreach teams should also ensure that activities are delivered to the target audiences that
matter to the University's strategy. Activity should be documented and visible, celebrating the academics who
delivered the work.

Workload: Professional outreach staff can help to manage the workloads of academics by being involved
with coordinating the activities.

Building a community: A community of academics and outreach staff should be built to ensure that
knowledge is shared, and work is collaborative in nature. Individual activities should contribute towards a
larger project and form a cohesive body of work towards a defined aim.

Academics should embrace their position as role models when speaking to young people and may
include elements of their personal stories in their content.
